This year we started several new initiatives
to promote welfare for abandoned and
community cats:

1. “Cats Not Balls” x “Paws Hero” Cat Adoption Day
On July 29 we co-hosted our first Cat Adoption
Day together with “Cats Not Balls”, an individual
volunteer organisation for cats. We're thrilled
that many adorable kitties found their forever
homes and loving families to start their new
lives. A big thank you to “Cats Not Balls” for
giving us the chance to promote the joy of
adopting animals!

2. Talk at Hong Kong Cat Expo 2023

In August Paws Hero was proud to partner with
“Cats Not Balls” again in the Hong Kong Cat Expo
2023 to talk about community cat welfare in
urban  environments.  Our  presentation
highlighted the growing challenges faced by
street cats in Hong Kong's dense metropolitan
landscape, where access to basic necessities
such as food, water, and shelter has become
increasingly limited. The situation is dire and
requires immediate attention.

The discussion emphasized the vital role of
community support in creating a more
sustainable  environment for our city's
community cats. We also shared insights about
the dedicated work of local volunteers who
provided feeding stations and looked after the
cats’ living  environment, demonstrating
unconditional love and care for our cat friends.

Our message focused on fostering a balanced
coexistence between urban residents and
community cats, acknowledging that both
humans and animals have a place in our city's
ecosystem. Through education and community
engagement, we continue to advocate for
practical solutions that enhance the welfare of
Hong Kong's street cats and prevent harmful
behaviour against these animals.

Our signature One Step One Paw annual
fundraising campaign celebrated its 6th year
with the introduction of innovative elements
that amplified our message of pet-owner
bonding while supporting our mission for
animal welfare in the community.

Eric Lee is a T-Touch (Tellington T-touch)
practitioner who leads our popular T-Touch
classes at our Education Hub. His classes offer
practical tips for pet owners to alleviate stress
and anxiety in their animals, enhancing their
overall quality of life. Paws Hero is a firm
believer in the amazing benefits of T-Touch and
is the only organisation in Hong Kong that
provides the workshop to the public.

Eric's journey with T-Touch began while he was
finding ways to connect with and exploring
various training methods for his own dog, who
was particularly sensitive to stress. He
emphasizes that T-Touch focuses on creating
positive experiences for both human and the
animals during the interaction, thereby
enriches the lives of both. Through careful
observations, practitioners closely monitor the
animal's  physical and emotional state,
assessing their movements and reactions to
gain better understanding of their needs and
wants. “The animals’ reaction to human is their
feedback, and by closely observing it allows for
better and more effective communication,
thereby empowering the animal and fostering
trust between the two parties,” Eric explained.

A vital aspect of T-Touch is the mental shift it
encourages in pet owners. By visualizing calm
and positive scenarios, owners can in fact
change the animal's reactive behaviour. “For
example, the owner should focus on imagining a
quiet and calm dog while he is barking, and
miraculously the dog will slowly calm down. The
phrase ‘Change your mind, change your dog'
truly works like magic,” he added.

One of the appealing features of T-Touch is its
minimal reliance on food and toys, which
reduces potential conflicts between human and
animals during training. Unlike traditional
methods that focus on correcting undesirable
behaviours, T-Touch addresses not just the
behaviour, but the root causes, helping to
restore balance in an animal’'s physical and
emotional state.

“Our pets can feel our love and emotions
through touch. T-Touch techniques can be
applied to all living beings, as they involve a
conscious connection through touch. It can truly
transform their behaviour and our relationship
with them,” Eric stated.
